PREREQUISITES

Before the course
i. you must be able to hit a 8.5"X11" paper at 20m at your own time, with your pistol, 9/10 times
ii. you must know how your pistol works and name its parts
iii. you must be able to clean your pistol, including minor disassembly & maintenance, if required

FOR THE COURSE, YOU WILL NEED THE FOLLOWING:

A Equipment - if you have problems getting equipment, call DOC at 604.889.3822
i. A pistol, preferrably a single action semi-automatic, but whatever you have can be used
- centrefire 9mm Luger or larger cartridge and three magazines
ii. 225 rounds of ammunition, they can be light loads
iii. A holster, 2 magazine pouches minimum and belt
iv. Eye and hearing protection
v. Pen and paper for notes and marking the exams
B Sustenance
i. Coffee, water, snacks, lunch (we do not leave the range)
C Clothing
i. Warm clothes, gloves and shoes
ii. A cap for protection and warmth
iii. You might want to bring an electric heater if it is extremely cold
iv. An umbrella if it is wet to keep dry walking to the targets, you will be under cover to shoot

A Before the first evening session
i. Complete the Open Book Exam from the Rule Book provided before the first session.
ii. Read the Training Manual which is provided
B First evening, 6:45 PM to 10:30 PM
- bring everything except ammunition
- theory and learning the draw and other skills
C Before the second evening session
i. Work on the draw and other techniques learned
D Second & third evenings, 6:45 PM to 10:30 PM
- bring everything, including food, ammunition, heater, etc.
- we do not leave the range
